What is Census 20107?

The census is a count of everyone living
in the United States every 10 years.

The census is mandated by the U.S.
Constitution.

The next census will take place in 2010.

Participation in the census is required by
law.

The Census form takes less than 10
minutes to complete.

Federal law protects the personal
information you share during the census.

Census data are used to distribute
Congressional seats to states, to make
decisions about what community
services to provide, and to distribute
$300 billion in federal funds to local, state
and tribal governments each year.

Importance of
Census data

Census data affect how your voice is
heard in Congress. It affects the
redistricting of state legislatures,
county and city councils and voting
districts.

Every year, the federal government can
allocate more than $300 billion to
states and communities based, in
part, on the census data.

Census data affect school budgets,
including the distribution of Title |
funding and college tuition grant and
loan programs.

Community planners use census data to
determine where to build new
schools, develop public
transnortation and create new roads.
